Pattern plays a role in creating a focal point
in a room. Consider how planks running
toward a fireplace hearth would help lead
your guest's eyes in that direction. Pattern
contributes to other design needs such as
making a large room feel smaller and more
cozy simply by using wide planks. Diagonal
plank patterns work well as problem-solvers
when walls are not running parallel or are

out of square.

If installing the same hardwood floor

throughout several connecting rooms, you
can flow the planks through adjoining
doorways, or you can add decorative or
ornamental pieces in the entryways to add
a touch of style.

Blending cartons - To achieve a uniform
appearance across the entire floor, we highly
recommend that you open and work from
several cartons at a time and dry-lay the
flooring, mixing the planks from several
cartons. This will allow you to blend the
planks for maximum aesthetic appearance.
Make certain the room is well lit to ensure
color is consistent and that any visual defects
can be seen and removed.

Carefully draw a line parallel 3-6” out from
the wall where you will begin the install.
This will help you correctly line up those
critical first one or two rows of planks.

If needed use a tapping block to help engage
the boards together until the tongue-and-
groove is flush and tight and no gaps are
present between adjacent planks. NOTE:
Never use a rubber mallet or hammer
directly on the flooring to engage the tongue-
and-groove.
